The American Dairy Goat Association has sanctioned the following breeds: Alpine, LaMancha, Nu-
bian, Oberhasli, Saanen, Toggenburg, Nigerian Dawrf A.O.P. (All Other Purebreds) and Recorded 
Grades.
The base for computing ages is August 17th, 2024.

No substitutions after judging begins. Scratches will forfeit entry fee.

Checks payable to the “Wayne County Fair” should be mailed to the Fair Secretary along with the entry 
forms postmarked and mailed by July, 26th, 2024.

No animal will be allowed to unload without a health check by the veterinarian on duty.
 

Arrival Information: All Livestock Entries enter to unload from the East Gate on Birdsall Parkway.
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No horned animals or animals with abscesses are allowed on the grounds.
