GENERAL INFORMATION

This show is sanctioned by the American Dairy Goat Association and their rules shall govern.

The American Dairy Goat Association has sanctioned the following breeds: Alpine, LaMancha, Nu-
bian, Oberhasli, Saanen, Toggenburg, A.O.P. (All Other Purebreds) and Recorded Grades.

The base for computing ages is August 15th, 2026.

No substitutions after judging begins. Scratches will forfeit entry fee.

Checks payable to the “Wayne County Fair” should be mailed to the Fair Secretary along with the entry 
forms postmarked and mailed by July 18th, 2026.

No animal will be allowed to unload without a health check by the veterinarian on duty.
 

Arrival Information: All Livestock Entries enter to unload from the East Gate on Birdsall Parkway.
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No horned animals or animals with abscesses are allowed on the grounds.

Judging order will be juniors first, followed by milkers of that breed only.

Group classes will follow each breed.  Only does of the breed previously shown will participate 
in the breed’s group classes. ANIMALS ENTERED IN GROUP CLASSES MUST HAVE BEEN 
SHOWN IN THEIR REGULAR CLASSES.
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There will be no pre-show milk out..

The original registration certificate is required for all animals 6 months of age or older, and must be 
shown to the show secretary before the start of the show.
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No copies of the registration certificate or stamped application, telegrams or phone calls will be 
accepted in lieu of the original certificate.
